The Fruit of the Spirit - Temperance
Galatians 5:23
Temperance in Galatians 5:23 is from the Greek word “Egkrateia“ (also see “Egkrateuomai” (verb) and “Egkrates”  (Adjective)).  It is the same temperance (along with righteousness and judgement to come) that Paul reasoned with Governor Felix about, causing Felix to tremble (Ac. 24:24, 25).  It is the same temperance that a man must be known for if he is to be considered for the work of an elder (Tit. 1:5-9).  Older men are to be temperate, setting an example for the young men (Tit. 2:2).  So, what is temperance?  Simply put, temperance is self-control.  Temperance is the power one has over their own desires, passions, appetites.  That’s a wide-open field of discussion.  Just what are some areas in which we need to practice self-control?
You may be associating temperance with abstaining from alcoholic beverages.  You’re not wrong in that.  We are to be filled with the Spirit rather than spirits (Ep. 5:18).  Drunkenness is a work of the flesh that will keep a person from a heavenly inheritance (Ga. 5:19-21).  No man who abuses alcohol can be considered for the work of an elder or deacon (I Ti, 3:3, 8; Tit. 1:7).  We read in the scriptures that enslavement to wine is not behavior becoming to holiness (Tit. 2:3).  But, there is much more to temperance than that.
You can’t talk about temperance without talking about controlling our anger (Ep. 4:26, 31; Col. 3:8; Ja. 1:19, 20).  And when you consider anger, you also have to consider what comes out of your mouth.  It takes a lot of self-control to keep our tongues (Ja. 3:2-12), but the payoff is long life and seeing good days (Ps. 34:12, 13: I Pe. 3:10).  A Christian’s speech is always to be full of grace and seasoned with salt (Col. 4:6), and always good to the use of edification (Ep. 4:29).  So, are there other areas of speech beside anger or hate speech that we need to look out for?  First of all. any kind of corrupt speech defiles us 
(Mt. 15:11).  Boasting is something that we need to look out for 
(Jm. 4:13-15).  False teaching (Ac. 20:30; I Ti, 4:1-3; II Pe. 2:1) is corrupt speech that will cause others as well yourself to lose their soul.  Slander, backbiting, and gossip is devilish (Ep. 4:31; I Ti. 3:11; 5:13; I Pe. 2:1).  Be careful of complaining (Ju. 15, 16).  Off color jokes and stories and ridicule are certainly not becoming of a Christian (Ep. 5:2-4; Col. 3:8).  Remember, we will give an account before God for every word we say (Mt. 12:36, 37), and that applies to online also.  So, if perfection in your life is your goal, then put a temperance bridle on your tongue 
(Jm. 1:26; 3:2).
What about desires and appetites?  What about covetousness?  Contentment is a type of self-control (Php. 4:10-13), and it keeps us from the temptation and snares that are associated with the love of money (I Ti. 6:6-11).  What about desires for the forbidden?   Lust for evil things leads us to sin, and sin to death (Jm. 1:13-15).  We have to find the self-control to put away these lusts (Tit. 2:11-13; I Pe. 2:11; I Jn. 2:15, 16).  
Here is another aspect of self-control.  It is to exercise discipline as  do athletes as they train and compete 
(I Co. 9:24-27).  For this we have to keep our eye on the prize, that incorruptible crown (Col. 3:1, 2), walking circumspectly and redeeming the time (Ep. 5:15, 16: Col. 4:5).
So, what road do we take to get to temperance?  Temperance requires controlling our hearts and minds (Mt. 6:19-22; 15:18-20).  You have to put away the thoughts that lead to intemperance and add thoughts that keep us from sin (Php. 4:8).  You have to start with virtue and knowledge (Ps. 119:10, 11; II Pt. 1:6).  There has to be faith that there is reward from God (Heb. 11:6).  Finally, we have to give our hearts and souls to God and love others as ourselves (Mt. 22:37-40;
