The Fruit of the Spirit - Epilogue
Galatians 5:22, 23
We began this series of lessons back in January of this year and have covered each of the fruit of the spirit, in articles and sermons.  We discussed love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness, goodness, faith, meekness, and temperance.  The October Bulletin carried the last installment as we studied temperance.   I began this series with a prologue and wanted to end it in like matter with an epilogue, hoping I can do it and it not just be a repeat of the former.  Here goes.
We saw that the fruit of the spirit was the result of the planting of the certified seed of the Word of God in the soil of a good and honest heart (Lk. 18:5).  As all you farmers and gardeners know, the soil must be conditioned before the seed can be planted for it to be able to sprout and grow.  Constant watering and weeding are necessary for a healthy, fruit bearing plant to grow.  Soil conditioning and weeding is our personal responsibility.  Although we can help one another in this, it will still something we have to do for ourselves.  Feeding and watering is a responsibility we have to each other as well as it being a personal responsibility.  It would be to encourage one another in love and good works 
(He. 10:23-25), to teach and admonish one another in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs (Co. 3;16), edifying one another 
(Ro. 15:1, 2; I Co. 14:26), and by being affectionate to one another (Ro. 12:10).  One thing is clear, if we neglect the assembly we can neither contribute to nor take advantage of these things.
We learned that of all the fruit, love was the most important (I Co. 13:13).  Why?  The cultivation and maturation of all the other fruit depends on love.  In fact, each spiritual fruit facilitates the others.  That is probably the reason for Peter’s wording where each attribute is added to the next (II Pe. 1:5-7).  Peter warned, that not one of these Christian attributes can be neglected.  To do so would be shortsighted and to risk being unfruitful (II Pe. 1:8, 9).
So why is the fruit of the spirit important?  To “make your calling and election sure” (II Pe. 1:10).  Every tree that does not produce good fruit is cut down in cast into the fire (Mt. 7:19).  Every farmer and gardener know that the good healthy plants will soon outgrow the weeds and choke them out.  It works the same with the fruit of the spirit.  If we keep chopping the weeds and keep watering, fertilizing, and cultivating our fruit bearing plants, they will outgrow the weeds of the works.  That is what we see in Galatians Chapter 5. In Verse 15, the problem is biting and devouring one another.  The solution to this in is loving and serving one another found Verses 13 and 14.  Paul lays out a list of “works of the flesh” in Verses 19 through 21, practitioners of which cannot inherit the Kingdom of Heaven.  Then he gives a list of the fruit of the spirit.  They are not works, but characteristics or attitudes that Christians develop.  They do manifest themselves in good works as well as hope and comfort.  If we let our lives be led by these, we will not fulfill the works of the flesh.          – Pat Kilpatrick --
