Noah - Heir of the Righteousness
After the creation we find that mankind, which had been known as the “sons of God” had degenerated to such a state that God was grieved that He had ever created man (Ge. 6:1-6).  Every imagination of man’s heart was evil, continually.   God was determined to destroy mankind from the face of the Earth (Ge. 6:7); that is, with the exception of one man who found grace in His sight.  That man was Noah (Ge. 6:8).  Noah was the son of Lamech.  He was the grandson of Methuselah who lived to be 969 years old, and the great-grandson of Enoch who did not die because God took him (Ge. 5:21-30; He. 11:5).   Why did Noah gain favor with the Lord?  What was it about Noah that he would be among the “cloud of witnesses” we are to look to as examples of the faithful?  Let’s go to the scriptures and see.

It seemed that Noah’s father, Lamech had high expectations of him.  Lamech named him “Noach” which means rest, saying, “This same shall comfort us concerning our work and toil of our hands, because of the ground which the Lord hath cursed” (Ge. 5:29).  Parents are to have, are to keep high expectations of their children.  Parents must train their children in the way that they should go (Pr. 22:6).  Fathers are to bring their children up in the nurture and the admonition of the Lord, being careful to not discourage them in the process (Ep. 6:4; Col. 3:21).  Noah was a righteous man in the midst of a corrupt and violent world.  Nevertheless, Noah walked with God (Ge. 6:9) just as his great-grandfather, Enoch.  Noah also trained up his three sons, Shem, Ham, and Japheth, in the way so that they also had escaped corruption from the wickedness that surrounded them (Ge. 6:10).

Why did God not take Noah out of this world as he had Enoch?  Probably for this reason; Noah was to build an ark for the saving of his family (He. 11:7).  There were eight souls to be saved.  It was also for the sakes of the disobedient and for the sake of God’s longsuffering towards them (I Pe. 3:20).  It took many years to build the ark, possibly 120 years (Ge. 6:3).  What was Noah doing besides building the ark during that time?  Well, he was a preacher of righteousness was he not (II Pe. 2:5)?  All those years, the people had a chance to repent and turn to the Lord through Noah’s preaching.  Even today we look to the end of all things even as Noah did (II Pe. 3:9-12), and we must be looking at saving our own house and warning others (I Pe. 4:1-7).

Noah had faith.  God warned Noah of the coming flood.  What was a flood to Noah?  Hebrews 11:7 says that God warned Noah of “things not seen as yet”, and as far as we know, Noah had not even rain (Ge. 2:5, 6).  Nevertheless, Noah moved with a healthy respect of God to build the ark.  If God said so, that was all Noah needed to know.  The ark was immense.  Building it would be a daunting task even by today’s standard, and God gave Noah specific instructions for its dimensions and materials (Ge. 6:14-16).  Guess what, “Thus did Noah; according to all that God commanded him, so did he” (Ge. 6:22).  No omissions, no additions, and no substitutions.  By faith Noah built an ark to save his family.  Our souls are purified in obeying the truth (I Pe.  1:22).  Do we have the faith to do all that God has commanded?                       -- Pat Kilpatrick --
