Joshua and Caleb Fully Followed God
God commanded Moses to send one of the leaders of each tribe into Canaan to spy out the land (Nu. 13:1-21).  These men returned forty days later to report before Moses, Aaron, and all the children of Israel (Nu. 13:25, 26).  They reported that it was, indeed, a land that flowed with milk and honey (Nu. 13:27).  That was the good news.  The bad news was that the people there were strong and their cities great and fortified 
(Nu. 13:28. 29).  Caleb tried to hush this kind of talk saying, “Let us go up at once, and possess it; for we are well able to overcome it” (Nu. 13:30).  The other men contradicted him saying, “We be not able to go up against the people; for they are stronger than we” and that that they were as grasshoppers in the eyes of the Canaanites (Nu. 13:31-33).  These ten feckless men stirred up the whole of the people until they cried and wept and murmured against Moses and Aaron (Nu 14:1-4).  Moses and Aaron fell on their faces before the people.  Joshua now stood with Caleb and together they rebuked the people, telling them that they should not rebel against God, that they should not fear: they told them that this good land was there for their taking because God was with them (Nu. 14:5-9).   The people wanted to stone them.  Then God made His presence known before all the people (Nu. 14:10).  Only because of Moses’ pleading did God not destroy all people then and there (Nu. 14:14-19).  Long story short, all the Israelites twenty years old and upward died in the wilderness with the exception of Joshua and Caleb (Nu.14:11-27).  Hundreds of thousands, if not millions of the Israelites did not receive their inheritance from God because their fear of the Canaanites and the hardships of conquering the land, exceeded their faith in God.  The ten spies who caused the people to lose their faith died that day (Nu. 14:36, 37).  We can lose our inheritance in heaven the same way (Lk 12:4, 5; Re. 21:8).  Joshua and Caleb were faithful, they were of a different spirit (Nu 14:24; 32:12); they did not die that day with other ten men, and they would inherit the land promised to Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob (Nu. 32:11-32).

“As for me and my house, we will serve the LORD.”  
(Jos. 24:15):  Joshua’s Hebrew name, “Yahowshuwa”, means “Jehovah is Salvation”.  In the New Testament, the Romanized version of “Yahowshuwa’ is Jesus.  Joshua was Moses’s minister (Ex. 34:13), his strong right hand.  When the Amalekites attacked the Israelites, Moses chose Joshua to lead the men into battle where God gave them the victory (Ex. 17:8-16).  Joshua would accompany Moses into the mountain of God where Moses would receive the tablets of stone inscribed by the finger of God with the ten commandments (Ex. 24:12, 13).  He would stand next Moses in the Tabernacle as God talked to Moses face to face 
(Ex. 33:10, 11).  Moses was commanded by God to lay hands on Joshua before the High Priest and before all the congregation of Israel, ordaining him as his successor (Nu. 27:15-23).  Why Joshua?  Because he was full of the spirit and wisdom (Deu. 34:9).  Joshua was a faithful and courageous leader.  He had the task of leading the Israelites in the conquest of Canaan and division of the land among the twelve tribes 
(Jos. 1).  Because of Joshua’s dedication to God (Jos.24:15), Israel served God all the days of Joshua and all the days of the elders that knew Joshua (Jos. 24:31).

“Give Me this Mountain” (Jos. 14:12):  There cannot be any better said about a man than, “he hath wholly followed the Lord.”  Greater still when The Lord Himself is the one who said (Deu. 1:36).  It was because of this spirit, this devotion, that Caleb was able to enter the promised land (Nu. 14:24).  Caleb was eighty-five years old when he entered the promised land, but according to him, he was as strong as in the day Moses sent him spy out the land of Canaan (Jos. 14:10, 11).  Now it was time for Caleb to live up to his words from Numbers 13:30. He was ready now to take the heavily fortified cities that the ten other spies said could not be taken (Jos. 14:12).  He was ready to show everyone that the Lord was true and that his faith in Him was not misplaced.  Are we true to the faith we profess?  When faced with tough times in our lives, do we back down, or do we say, “give me this mountain”?               - Pat Kilpatrick -
