Women of the Gospels
Mary the mother of Jesus - Mary was in Nazareth when Gabriel came to her with the news that she would mother of the Messiah (Lk. 1:26-38).  She was probably about fourteen, a virgin, and betrothed to a man named Joseph.  Gabriel told her, “The Holy Ghost shall come upon thee, and the power of the Highest shall overshadow thee: therefore also that holy thing which shall be born of thee shall be called the Son of God.”.  She had found favor with God; in fact, she was highly favored.  The Lord was with her and she was most certainly blessed among women.  What kind of person must Mary have been to have been chosen for this honor?  Even as a teenager Mary must have been godly and chaste.  Mary was a person of faith.  After Gabriel told her all that was to happen with her, she said, “Behold the handmaid of the Lord; be it unto me according to thy word.”  Mary then went to Judea, to the house of her cousin Elisabeth who was already six months with child (Lk. 1:40).  Elisabeth (filled with the Holy Spirit) said, “blessed is she that believed: for there shall be a performance of those things which were told he”, which was actually the Lord testifying of Mary’s faith (Lk. 1:41-45).  Mary would nourish the child Jesus, raising Him so that He grew in favor with God and man (Lk. 2:40, 49-52).  She followed Jesus all His ministry and was even in part, responsible for His first  miracle (Jn. 2:1-11)   Mary would be there at the painful end of Jesus’ earthly ministry, watching her little boy die on the cross (Mt. 27:55, 56), and she would be there as His church met in Jerusalem after His ascension (Acts 1:12-14).  
Anna (Luke 2:21-39) - When Mary and Joseph brought Jesus to the temple to present him to the Lord and to offer a sacrifice according to the law, there was a woman there named Anna.  She was a prophetess which lived at the temple.  She was very old and had been a widow for eighty-four years (she was probably over a hundred years old).  It is said of Anna that she served God with fastings and prayers night and day.  She gave thanks to God for this baby Jesus and told all the people she knew in Jerusalem who were looking for the redeemer that she had seen him.   
Mary and Martha (Luke 10:38-42) - Mary and Martha lived in the town of Bethany along with their brother Lazarus.  Martha opened her home to Jesus while He was in Bethany.  But Mary was encumbered with her serving while Mary sat at Jesus feet to hear His word.  When Martha asked Jesus to send Mary in to help her, Jesus told her that Mary had chosen the better part that could be taken away from her.  Are we more concerned with things of this world or spiritual things that can not be taken away from us (Mt. 6:19-21; 
Col. 3:1-4)?  Mary would later anoint Jesus’ feet with costly ointment 
(Mt 26:6-13; Mk.14:3-9; Jn. 12:1-9).  She was criticized by some saying that the ointment should have been sold and the proceeds given to the poor.  Jesus rebuked Mary’s critics informing them, “Wheresoever this gospel shall be preached in the whole world, there shall also this, that this woman hath done, be told for a memorial of her”.  Could Mary be the sinner that washed Jesus’ feet with her tears who is talked about in Luke 7:36-50?
Mary Magdalene, Joanna, Susanna, & Salome – Mary Magdalene, Joanna, and Susanna were healed by Jesus of evil spirits (Mary had seven) and other infirmities (Lk 8:1-3). These women provided for Jesus’ ministry out their own pockets.  Susanna and Joanna were likely there with Mary Magdalene, Mary the mother of Jesus, Mary mother of James, and Salome at Jesus’ crucifixion (Mk. 15:40, 41; Jn. 19:25).  Mary, Mary Magdalene, Joanna and Salome (accompanied by other women), went to Jesus’ tomb to anoint his body with spices while the apostles were still hiding out.  They discovered the tomb empty and an angel that announced Jesus’ resurrection
 (Lk. 24:1-12).  They carried the news to the apostles who didn’t believe them until they had seen it themselves.  These women seemed to have more faith and courage than the apostles.
Et al – There are other women of note in the Gospels who are not named.  There is the Syrophenician woman (Mt. 15:22-29; Mk. 7:26-30) whose daughter was healed of an evil spirit.  What about the woman with an issue of blood whose faith caused her to reach out and touch the Lord and was healed (Mt. 9:20-22; Mk. 5:25-34; Lk 8:43-48).  And, no one can forget the widow who gave only a farthing at the temple but gave more than all the rest (Mk. 12:41-44). There are more, but I ran out of space.        - Pat Kilpatrick -
