Peter – Fisherman. then Fisher of Men 
There is much we can learn from the life of the Apostle Peter (also known as Simon and Cephas).  I bet most of us can more easily relate to the apostle Peter than to the apostle Paul.  Peter’s deeds didn’t always live up to his words.  Let’s look at the apostle Peter in some of his failures as well as his triumphs.
Jesus did not choose His apostle out of the religious elites, but out of men who were of low esteem (who was esteemed lower than a tax collector?) and were looking for the Messiah that had been promised.  Peter and brother Andrew, and John and brother James were fishermen (Mt.4:18-22), men low on the social ladder, men of little or no education (Ac. 4:13).  Andrew had heard John the Baptist when he identified Jesus as the “Lamb of God” 
(Jn. 1:32-42).  Andrew believed and brought Peter to Jesus.  Jesus gave Peter the name Cephas which means a stone.  The Lord would later call Peter and Andrew to follow Him, saying that He would make them fishers of men (Mt. 4:18-20).
To leave all that one knew to follow Jesus would have a been great test of faith for anyone, especially someone with a family and family business like Peter.  Peter did just that though (Mk. 1:17, 18).  But Peter’s first extraordinary test of faith took place when Jesus walked on the sea 
(Mt. 14:22-33).  As the ship that the disciples were in floundered in the storm, Jesus came to them walking on the water.  Peter asked the Lord if he could walk out to Him, and the Lord permitted him.  Peter got of the ship and walked out on the water.  Sadly, Peter, seeing the tempest around him, lost his nerve and began to sink.  The Lord caught him and lifted him up (just as the Lord will do for anyone).  Jesus chided him for his little faith and asked why he doubted.  I wonder what Jesus thought of the other disciples that didn’t even try?
In contrast, Peter’s faith would shine at Caesarea Philippi, when Jesus asked His disciples who men said that He was (Mt. 16:13-20).  They answered with all the popular beliefs of men of that day.  Then Jesus asked them who they believed that He was.  Peter spoke up and said, “Thou art the Christ, the Son of the living God.”  Peter’s answer was not based on popular belief but was as had been revealed by the word of God.  Hey, isn’t that where faith comes from (Ro. 10:17)?
As with all the apostles, Peter had a problem understanding the Lord’s mission and accepting His approaching death (Mt. 16:21-23; Mk. 8:31-33).  They still thought that Jesus’ kingdom was an earthy kingdom, and their minds were made up that was way it was going to be.  On one occasion, Peter was even rebuked by God and told to listen to Jesus (Lk. 9:28-36).   We all need to put away our preconceived ideas, opinions, and doctrines of men and just listen to what Jesus says.
At the last supper Jesus revealed that one of their number would betray Him (Mt. 26:17-35; Lk. 22:31-34).  That man of course, was Judas Iscariot.   Later that evening, Jesus would tell them that they all would forsake Him.  Peter proclaimed that he would go to prison or even to his death following the Lord.  Jesus contradicted him, telling him that before the cock crowed, he would have denied Him three times.  Regardless of Peter’s boast, just as Jesus had foretold, Peter failed miserably and denied the Lord 
(Mk. 14:66-72; Lk. 22:54-62).  Judas was not able to live with what he had done and hanged himself (Mt. 27:3-50.  Happily, it was not the end of Peter as an apostle (because the Lord prayed for him (Lk. 22:31, 32)).  After His resurrection, the Lord would remind Peter of his commission to “feed His sheep” (Jn. 21:15-17).  Peter regained his confidence and found his courage, feeding the Lord’s sheep as an apostle and as an elder (I Pe. 5:1-4).  Did he live perfectly?  No, Paul would attest to this (Ga. 2:11-14), but Peter preached the Gospel of Jesus Christ faithfully though risking prison and death.  He would ultimately die as a martyr for the cause of Christ and His church.  Let’s all learn a lesson from the life of the Apostle Peter, from his failures, and his courage, perseverance, and boldness. Let’s all strive for the ultimate triumph in Jesus the Christ (I Pe. 1:1-4) that the Lord promised and Peter believed in and sought after.                                                           - Pat Kilpatrick --
