Jonah – Prophet on the Run
Sometimes, a person’s life is a good example of a life we should not emulate, a person from whom we can learn from their mistakes.  That’s Jonah.  Who was Jonah?  Jonah was a prophet during the time of Joash, King of the Northern Kingdom of Israel.  Some think that Jonah took Elisha’s place after his death.  Jonah is one of twelve minor prophets mentioned in the Quran and the only one mentioned by name.  A mosque once stood in ruins of Nineveh with a shrine honoring Jonah, but it was destroyed recently by the Islamic State.  The book of Jonah is read every year in its entirety at the afternoon prayer in the Jewish holy day of Yom Kippur.  Beyond the book of Jonah, Jonah is only mentioned in the Old Testament in II Kings 14:25.  In the New Testament, he is mentioned by Jesus as he condemned scribes and Pharisees for demanding a sign.  He told they would only receive the sign of Jonah referring to Jonah’s three days in the fish’s belly as a type of his being in the tomb and his resurrection on the third day (Mt. 12:38-41).  Jesus also told them that Nineveh would be a witness against their generation because Nineveh repented at the preaching of Jonah.  So, what is Jonah’s story and what can we learn from it?

Jonah was tasked by God to go the great city Nineveh and to cry out against the city because their wickedness had come up before God.  This was not an option for Jonah because he was under a vow to do so (Jonah 2:9) (whether specifically or a matter of being a prophet).  We all remember how Jonah tried to escape his duty to God and ended up in the belly of great fish (Jonah 1).   Our words before God are our bond.  We will be judged by our own words (Mt. 12:36, 37) so we better say what we mean and mean what we say 
(Mt. 5:33-37).
After three days and three nights in the belly of the fish, Jonah was spit out on the dry land (Jonah 2).  God told Jonah the second time to go to Nineveh, and he went.  Jonah went a day’s journey into the city and preached what God had told him, that in 40 days the city would be overthrown.  The whole city believed the words of God spoken by Jonah and repented in sackcloth and ashes (Jonah 3:5).  They repented, from the king on down to lowliest of citizens, and the city was spared 
(Jonah 3:6-9).  Any other preacher would have been tickled with these results, but Jonah was greatly displeased and angry (Jonah 4:1, 2).  Angry about what?  About God being merciful.  It seems as if Jonah did not want the city to be spared.  Whatever prompted Jonah to be so angry about Nineveh being spared is not specified, but Jonah’s passions ran so deep that he wished the Lord to take his life (Noah 4:3).  
Jonah withdrew from the city and set up camp to see what might become of Nineveh (Jonah 4).  God caused a gourd vine to grow and it gave shade for Jonah, and he was very glad for it.  But God caused the gourd to wither and die the next day.  Again, Jonah was angry, this time over the gourd, and again he wanted to die.  God asked Jonah why he couldn’t work up as much anger and grief over the prospect of 120,000 innocents dying at the fall of Nineveh as he had for the gourd.  What about us?  Think about all the passion that is generated over different issues in the church.  Think about all the anger and bitterness that is the result of carnality in the church and all the division we have because of it.  Think about if we worked up as much passion over the prospect of souls being lost to eternal torment as we do about the issues that cause these divisions.  Think about if there was as much effort exerted in spreading the gospel as is spent in opposing each other.
